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S t y l e  Characteristics and decorative 
elements that form a clear group associated 
with a specifi c period or design philosophy.
 
S u r r o u n d  The molded trim around a door 
or window.

Te r r a  c o t t a  A red-brown fi red but unglazed 
clay used for roof tiles and decorative wall 
covering. These roof tiles are common in the 
California Mission style. Glazed terra cotta 
was frequently used for exterior decoration 
on commercial buildings of the early 20th 
Century. In Eugene the McDonald Theater 
provides an example of ornate glazed terra 
cotta.

Te r r i t o r i a l  Q u e e n  A n n e  S t y l e  A 
simplifi ed version of the Queen Anne/
Victorian style that appeared in the southwest 
in the late 1800s.  A product of the attempt to 
build fashionable architecture with a palette 
of materials limited by a remote location.  
Traditionally a residential style, Old Main is 
an example of Territorial Queen Anne. 

Tr a n s o m  Horizontal window opening 
above a door or window.

U n i v e r s a l  d e s i g n  The design of the built 
environment to be usable by all people to the 
greatest extent possible, without the need for 
adaptation or specialized design.

Ve r a n d a  A covered porch or balcony, 
running alongside a house; the roof is often 
supported by columns.

Ve r t i c a l  R h y t h m  The pattern of solids 
and voids created by the openings (such as 
doors and windows) or decorative elements 
from fl oor to fl oor 

Vo u s s o i r  A truncated wedge shaped 
masonry unit used to in constructing round 
arches.

W a t e r  t a b l e  A projecting ledge, molding, 
or string course along the bottom side of a 
building, designed to throw off rainwater; it 
usually divides the foundation of a building 
from the fi rst fl oor.

W i n d o w  H e a d  The upper horizontal cross 
member or decorative element of a window 
frame.

W i n d o w  L i n t e l  The horizontal structural

Rehabilitation - is defi ned as the process of returning a property to a state of utility, through repair or alteration, which makes possible an effi cient 
contemporary use while preserving those portions and features of the property which are signifi cant to its historic, architectural, and cultural values.

The Secretary of the Interior’s Standards For Rehabilitation

(1)  A property will be used as it was historically or be given a new use that requires minimal changes to its distinctive materials, features, spaces and 
spatial relationships.

(2)  The historic character of a property will be retained and preserved.  The removal of distinctive materials or alteration of features, spaces and 
spatial relationships that characterize a property will be avoided.

(3)  Each property will be recognized as a physical record of its time, place, and use.  Changes that create a false sense of historical development, such 
as adding conjectural features or elements from other historic properties, will not be undertaken.

(4) Changes to a property that have acquired historic signifi cance in their own right will be retained and preserved. 

(5)  Distinctive materials, features, fi nishes, and construction techniques or examples of craftsmanship that characterize a historic property will be 
preserved.

(6) Deteriorated historic features will be repaired rather than replaced.  Where the severity of deterioration requires replacement of a distinctive 
feature, the new feature will match the old in design, color, texture, and where possible, materials.  Replacement of missing features will be 
substantiated by documentary and physical evidence.

(7)  Chemical or physical treatments, if appropriate, will be undertaken using the gentlest means possible.  Treatments that cause damage to historic 
properties will not be used.

(8)  Archaeological resources will be protected and preserved in place.  If such resources must be disturbed, mitigation measures will be undertaken.

(9)  New additions, exterior alterations, or related new construction will not destroy historic materials and spatial relationships that characterize the 
property.  The new work shall be differentiated from the old and will be compatible with the historic materials, features, size, scale, and proportion, 
and massing to protect the historic integrity of the property and its environment.

(10)  New additions and adjacent or related new construction will be undertaken in such a manner that, if removed in the future, the essential form and 
integrity of the historic property and its environment would be unimpaired.
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
